I am delighted to confirm you that, based on the continuous exchanges between the Education team at our
Desk and the focal persons for the UNESCO ASPnet in Ukraine at the National Commission for UNESCO, we
have launched the implementation of the project "LUMY-UA: Lives of Ukrainian Youth - Understanding
Meanings in UNESCO ASPnet", to be implemented from September 2024 till the end of January 2025. This
project is being carried out within the framework of the Japanese project "Support for Ukraine in culture and
education through UNESCQO".

The purpose of the project "LUMY-UA" is to explore how students feel the meaning of their lives in the
educational environment. Exploring the experience of young people in relation to the meaning of life, the
project aims to promote the development of psychological stability and well-being, as well as develop the
potential for a future role in the labor market. The meaningfulness and MHPSS for youth in UNESCO ASPnet
aim to address the well-being challenges faced by young individuals during times of conflict and war. In these
difficult circumstances, the youth's psychological health and overall well-being can be severely impacted,
hindering their ability to contribute to the recovery and development of their communities. Previous surveys
have highlighted a concerning lack of motivation and diminished psychological well-being among this
demographic, emphasizing the critical need to invest in their mental health to nurture the high human capital
necessary for sustainable recovery efforts in Ukraine.
